Over 280 bird 

species and 27 species of gulls, many of them rare, have been found here making it the best gull watching 

location in the world and a top destination for birders from around the globe hoping to add them to their list.

HONOURING BLACK CANADIAN HISTORY IN NIAGARA FALLS

Railroad’, a secret network of routes from Fort Erie, Niagara Falls and on to Niagara-on-the-Lake that enslaved 

people from the United States followed to find freedom in Canada.  It is estimated that 30,000-40,000 enslaved 

people escaped into Canada from the US from 1800-1865. For those who wish to retrace the final steps of the 

thousands who found freedom in Canada and pay homage to the heroes and heroines who helped them, here 

are some ways to explore the region.
